DRESS UNIFORM isMANDATORY for all studentsPre-K —8" Grade.

School Store—Boysand Girlsties, P.E. clothes, Spirit Shirts, Sweatshirts and
STM jackets
Parker Uniforms — Boyswhite oxford button down collar shirt and girls/boys
navy shorts and pants only

Uniform Classifications:
Dress Uniforms—waorn on Friday or when requested
Casua Uniforms—worn on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday,
or when requested
Spirit Dress Uniform —worn on Wednesday or when requested
PE Uniform —worn daily (Pre-K and K on request)
Free Dress - worn on special days

STM L ogo must be embroidered on girls and boysties, girl’s middy blouse, and boys
knit shirt. Patcheswill no longer be sold.

Uniform Skirts MUST have pleats. All elementary grades skirts must be GREEN
plaid. ALL skirts must touch the top of the knee cap in the front and back of the knee.

Uniform Skorts: must be GREEN plaid only.

Uniform Pantsor Shorts. may not have side pockets (NO Cargo Style) and NO
oversized legs.

Belts: A belt must be worn with all pants and shorts that have belt loops. Belts are black
for elementary and brown for middle school. Belts must be PLAIN and solid.

Shoes ALL WHITE tennis shoes are needed by all students Pre-kinder — 8" grade.
Pre-Kinder and Kinder MUST have Velcro shoes.
NO color trim, sparkles, glitter or high tops may be worn.
g" grade girls wear penny loafers and g" grade boyswear dress oxford shoes
Monday — Friday. Tennis shoes for PE must be ALL white.

Socks. ALL white crew socks are worn be all students Pre-Kinder — 8™ grade.
Crew socks must measure 4” above the ankle bone.
Girls MUST wear knee highs with DRESS UNIFORM.




Jeans BLUE jeans are part of the SPIRIT DRESS UNIFORM. Jeans may have no
more than 5 pockets (Levi 5 pocket style) and can not be Cargo style. Jeans must fit
properly and can not be baggie, too tight (NO SKINNY JEANS), too long, and can
not have holes/tearsor “ratty looking”, be patched, split cuffs, or have decor ations
of any kind to include patches.

Undershirts: If short dleeve undershirts are worn, they must be all white (NO print) and
tucked in pants, shorts or skirts. Girlst-shirt must not be visible above the top of their
blouse.

Outer Wear:
STM Logo Sweatshirt and Cardigan may be worn with DRESS, CASUAL and
SPIRIT Uniforms.
STM Logo jacket may be worn with al uniforms.
Plain blue sweatshirt is to be worn ONLY with the PE uniform.

Cold Weather:

Only STM Logo apparel may be worn in the classroom. Thisincludes STM sweatshirt,
(purchased @ STM School Store), STM Cardigan (purchased @ Uniform Plus) and STM
jackets (purchased @ School store). All other jackets and sweatshirts must be taken off
during morning care. Jackets and sweatshirts with inappropriate symbols, sayings,
language, pictures, or rock group/gang symbology may not be worn.

FreeDress Free Dress Daysare dress-up days, not dress-down days. Itemsworn for
Free Dress Days must be appropriate for a Catholic School with a student population that
ranges from 4K to 8" grade.

For Free Dress Days, the following is not permitted:

- Low cut, skinny, or oversized pants, slacks or jeans.

- Short-shorts (must be to your fingertips by your side).

- Short skirts (must be at your knee front and back).

- Low cut tops of any kind, tank tops, spaghetti strap tops, see-through tops,
short tops (no midriffs exposed).

- FHip-flop, sandals, high heels.

- “T” shirtsor any other kind of shirt, jackets, and sweatshirts with
inappropriate symbols, sayings, language, pictures, or rock group/gang
symbology.
